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Day Trip to Stratford-upon-Avon
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What is it?

The world famous birthplace of William Shakespeare.

Highlights:

e The five Shakespeare houses (Anne Hathaway’s Cottage and Mary Arden’s Farm are
outside the town centre so you may need a car to reach these).

e The guided walking tour or even an evening ghost tour!

e Shakespeare plays at the Royal Shakespeare and Swan Theatres.

How do | get there?

Train: From London Marylebone. The journey time approx. 2 hours 20 minutes.
Car: There is parking within the town centre and also a Park and Ride Scheme, offering parking
outside the town centre and a coach ride in.
