The following table highlights the key supplementary competences expected of students 

studying in the Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering. 

Competency Standard 

 The ability to work as part of a group/team, for the purposes of research, collective 

problem solving and communication of results/findings. 

 The ability to present key facts, ideas, problem solutions, results etc. both verbally 

and in written form.   

 The ability to work independently.  

 The ability to use computer systems and appropriate software packages as an aid to 

research, analysis, problem solving and presentation.  

 The ability to exercise self-learning.  

 The ability to use acquired theoretical and practical knowledge to tackle unseen 

problems.  

 Knowledge of the general principles and practices of professional codes of conduct.
