Each team must comprise of a maximum of 4 students and must be mentored by a named
teacher from their school, or a home-educator.

The mentor must pre-register the team by Monday 02 December 2019, by completing the online

To enter, teams must create a 5 minute film that: briefly outlines the Global Goal they have selected;
describes their innovative solution; explains the science behind the idea; and illustrates how their
ideawould address the goal. Guidance on making and editing a film can be found on the competiton
webpage. The film must be submitted online, via a submission form which will be sent to all pre-
registered teams. Submissions must be made by Friday 24 January 202o0.

The best teams will be selected by a shortlisting panel and the successful entrants will be notified
by Monday o3 February 2020. Further details of the format of the final event will be provided at this
stage.

The successful teams will be invited to present their film and pitch their idea at Imperial College
London at a final showcase event on 18 March 2020 in front of a live audience. The winning team
and runners-up will be selected at the final by our panel of VIP judges.
